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A few things to remember

No charge for a Luas Adult Photo Identity Card.

A Tax Saver Commuter Ticket can also be provided in place of employees’
annual cash bonus, with much better value since it is tax free.

All tickets are non-refundable. Refunding part of an Annual ticket cost is
made only under certain conditions.

All tickets are non-transferable, as they can only be used by the individual
who received the tax benefit and along with the associated Luas or Dublin
bus Photo ID Cards.

If an employee leaves or is dismissed from his/her position while the Tax
Saver Ticket is still valid, he can keep it or be required to return it,
depending on the arrangement made with the employer.

Self-employed people are not entitled to claim for benefit in kind under the
Luas Tax Saver Commuter scheme (due to Revenue Commissioner’s
guidelines).

Tickets can be purchased throughout the year, starting from the first day
of the following month.

All Annual tickets will be valid for twelve calendar months from the date of issue.

Remember: on-line applications must be submitted before the 20th of the
previous month.
